THE LIGHTING OF THE ADVENT WREATH

One of the best known customs for the season is the Advent wreath. The wreath and winter candle-lighting
in the midst of growing darkness strengthen some of the Advent images found in the Bible. The unbroken
circle of greens is an image of everlasting life, a victory wreath, the crown of Christ, or the wheel of time
itself. Christians use the wreath as a sign that Christ reaches into our time to lead us to the light of
everlasting life. The four candles mark the progress of the four weeks of Advent and the growth of light.
Litany for the Second Sunday in Advent:

L: At every beginning there is a yearning for the one who is coming. O Emmanuel,

C: Prepare us for your coming.

L: We gather together to get ready for what? Only heaven knows. O Emmanuel,

C: Prepare us for your coming.

L: We wait for the day when God will create a prevailing peace on the earth, and natural-born enemies
turn into newborn friends. O Emmanuel,

C: Prepare us for your coming.
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L: We get ready for God to come close by laying our lives open to Jesus, asking him to sort through all
our mixed motives. O Emmanuel,

C: Prepare us for your coming.

L: Jesus, we welcome your presence now with the lighting of these candles, whose flames bring
warmth to winter and fill this place with the glow of hope.
