Stewards in the Bible

Who are stewards in the Bible? Did you find anyone who worked as stewards in
scripture?

A steward is a person who cares or manages for someone else. In other words, a
steward works for an owner and provides good care of things belonging to the owner.

In the Old Testament, Joseph was a steward from Pharaoh. Pharaoh put Joseph in
charge of all the land of Egypt (Genesis 41: 41-42). Joseph took good care of the land, and
people in Egypt had enough food during the time of famine. Read Genesis Chapters 37 to
50 to learn more about Joseph. Next week we will look at stewards in the New Testament.
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
