 7. You shall not steal. 
 8. You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor. 
 9. You shall not covet your neighbor’s house. 
 10. You shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, or male or fe-

male slave, or ox, or donkey, or anything that belongs to your 
neighbor. 

 
P: Apostle Paul reminds us that “neither death, nor life, nor      
angels, nor rulers, nor things present, nor things to come, nor 
powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, 
will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus.
