Martin Luther wrote in the Small Cat-
echism that in Confession “[you] reflect on your walk of life in
light of the Ten Commandments: whether you are father, mother,
son, daughter, master, mistress, servant, whether you have been
disobedient, unfaithful, lazy, whether you have harmed anyone by
word or deed; whether you have stolen, neglected, wasted, or
injured anything.” (ELW page 1165)

This morning we confess to God in silence.

2. You shall not make wrongful use of the name of the Lord
your God.

3. Remember the Sabbath day, and keep it holy.

4. Honor your father and your mother.

8. You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.

9. You shall not covet your neighbor’s house.

10. You shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, or male or female
slave, or ox, or donkey, or anything that belongs to your neigh-
bor.
