Confession and Forgiveness 
 
 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth 

is not in us. If we confess our sins, [God] who is faithful and just 
will forgive us our sins and cleanse us from all  

 unrighteousness. (1 John  1:8-9) 
 
 Martin Luther describes the confession this way: “Confession 

consists of two parts. One is that we confess our sins. The other 
is that we receive the absolution, that is, forgiveness, from the 
pastor as from God himself and by no means doubt but firmly 
believe that our sins are thereby forgiven before God in heav-
en.”   (Small Catechism.  ELW page 1135.)  

 
 This morning we confess to God in silence.  

  
 You may use these questions as your guide: 

—Did I mess up last week?  Did I hurt anyone?  
—Did I love God with all my heart?   
—What troubles me this morning? 

We will take a moment of silence to bring our shortcomings to 
God and ask God’s forgiveness.    

P: Here the word of God. “4But God, who is rich in mercy, out of the 
great love with which he loved us 5even when we were dead through 
our trespasses, made us alive together with Christ — by grace you 
have been saved.”  (Ephesians 2:4-5) Our sins are forgiven in the 

name of ☩ Jesus Christ. Led by the Holy Spirit, live in freedom and 
newness to do God’s work in the world. Amen.

Word

Scripture Reading          Romans 3:19-28  
 Paul’s words stand at the heart of the preaching of Martin Luther 
 and other Reformation leaders. No human beings make         
 themselves right with God  through works of the law. We are 
 brought into a right relationship with God through the divine   
 activity centered in Christ’s death. This act is a gift of grace 
 that liberates us from sin and empowers our faith in Jesus Christ.                                                             
19Now we know that whatever the law says, it speaks to those who are 
under the law, so that every mouth may be silenced, and the whole 
world may be held accountable to God. 20For "no human being will be 
justified in his sight" by deeds prescribed by the law, for through the 
law comes the knowledge of sin.21But now, apart from law, the    
righteousness of God has been  disclosed, and is attested by the law 
and the prophets, 22the righteousness of God through faith in Jesus 
Christ for all who  believe. For there is no distinction, 23since all have 
sinned and fall short of the glory of God; 24they are now justified by 
his grace as a gift, through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, 
25whom God put forward as a sacrifice of atonement by his blood,  
effective through faith. He did this to show his righteousness, because 
in his divine forbearance he had passed over the sins previously    
committed; 26it was to prove at the present time that he himself is 
righteous and that he justifies the one who has faith in Jesus.27Then 
what becomes of boasting? It is excluded. By what law? By that of 
works? No, but by the law of faith. 28For we hold that a person is  
justified by faith apart from works prescribed by the law.
