1:30, FHN will offer flu shots at the Fellowship 
Hall.   
  This year FHN is offering the Quad-

rivalent vaccine which is the same vaccination as last 
year. Persons over 65 will receive the High Dose shot this 
year. We will bill Medicare Part B or Medicare Replace-
ment Plan accepted by FHN persons over 65. Persons un-
der 65 or on medical assistance or  Medicaid will be giv-
en the Quadrivalent vaccine with an out of pocket cost of 
$31.00. No           insurance plan claims can be processed 
other than  Medicare Part B or Medicare Replacement 
Plan, cash or check accepted. Photo ID required. Masks 
must be worn; please make sure your upper arm is ac-
cessible.
